Enabling the B/uetooth Function

on the power of the printer. This can be
switched between enable and disable by
button operation.

You can check the state of the Bluetooth

function with the * lamp.

1. If the power of the printer is
on, press the d) button to @
turn off the power.

2. Press the (|) button Bluetooth
button at the same time to turn on
the power of the printer.

You can switch alternately between

enable and disable by repeating the
operations of steps 1 and 2.
